This fictional story, based on real-life events, re-

counts the story of four lions that escape from a 

Baghdad zoo after a 2003 attack by American 

forces. They experience the city outside the con-

fines of the zoo for the first time and witness the 

effects of the war on other animals and humans.

Occurring outside of regular DC universe conti-

nuity, this is Grant Morrison and Frank Quitelyõs 

distinctively different take on Superman and the 

cast of characters weõve known for more than 75 

years.
